Avestor Text Notes

The Avestor EV Batteries are prototypes in development. I attended a lecture on some of the technical aspects of the EV batteries. It's a warm battery, and in some ways Avestor has been refining the technology since 1979. 

The Avestor Telecommunications Batteries [not pictured..28.5 kg (63 pounds), 105 Wh/kg] were more advanced in the business cycle: they were beginning small-scale commercial production. 

With all the talk about Lithium-chemistry rechargeable batteries, there were at least five or six companies with very respectable-seeming competitive efforts on display at EVS20. We published my interviews with SAFT and Valence, but this implies no “endorsement” of those Lithium efforts over those of LG, Avestor, Electrovaya, etc., and of course there were many companies not present. In particular, there seemed to me to be a conspicuous absence of some Chinese companies, given their recent extensive push in batttery-manufacturing. Maybe they're just busy making batteries rather than going to conferences?
